EDUCATION IN LITHUANIA

The current system of secondary education is comprised of primary school (1st to 4th forms), basic school (5th to 10th forms), general education secondary school (1st to 12th forms) and 4 years of gymnasium corresponding to the 9th to 12th forms of secondary school. There are also special educational institutions for children with special needs, youth schools and adult education institutions. Secondary education ends in taking one compulsory (the Lithuanian language) and at least two optional examinations. Successful students get School Leaving Certificate. Education is free in all state secondary schools.
Compulsory education lasts until the age of 16. Some students leave school at this age having finished the 10th form. They usually go to vocational junior colleges where they get both secondary education and the qualifications. Higher education can be pursued by individuals who have secondary school leaving certificates.
Children go to school five days a week. The school year begins on the 1st of September and ends in the middle of June. There are optionally three terms or two semesters in the school year. The curriculum may slightly differ from school to school, though basic subjects such as Lithuanian, Mathematics, History, Science, IT, foreign languages are included in the curriculums of all schools. Religious education is provided, but students can choose to attend either religious classes or ethics.
