PUPILS

When does school start and when does it finish?

Classes start at 8:00 am and end at 13:35pm or 14:25 pm.
What subjects do pupils have in general education?

Subjects that are learnt: biology, chemistry, physics, mathematics, art, music, ethics or religion, history, geography, physical education, Lithuanian language, English language, Russian language, German language, French language, citizenship, economics, information technologies, technology. 
How many years do pupils go to school?

Pupils have to study for 12 years to get secondary education. But it is possible to study at a vocational school after 10 years at secondary school.
Are there complimentary activities at the school?

The school has many activities: there are many active clubs which involve – sports, music, art etc. (the schools musical ensemble, dance club, art, theatre and guitar clubs; journalism club, psychology club, craft club, aerobics, Italian language, volleyball, basketball). It is possible to get consultations concerning your education with any subject teacher, various festivals, celebrations, campaigns and gatherings are organized (for example: movie night on the last Friday of each month; campaigns such as “Freedom For Bikes”; talent shows).
How many hours do pupils spend on homework?

The amount of time which students spend doing homework varies from 1 to 2 hours, depending on how much homework they were assigned. If there isn’t a lot of homework, 30 minutes is enough. More time is spent to prepare for tests (from 3 to 4 hours).
How do pupils spend their free time?

Students usually spend their free time with friends, peers, on the computer. They sometimes read books or magazines, they enjoy sports (basketball, table tennis, billiard), they sometimes go to basketball or football matches, relax at home, go shopping, go to cafes or movies, take part in club activities, ride bikes or rollerblade.
How long does it take to get to school and what means of transport do you use?

To school, students go:
· on foot (4 – 20 min.)

· go by bus (10 – 30 min.)

· parents give a lift (10 – 20 min.)

What system of marks do you have in your country?

Our country uses the ten-point grading system; some subjects are evaluated by credit.
What are the job prospects after school?

Possibilities of getting a job after graduating:
· Very little, most likely in factories where a lot of workers are required.

· Little, without any experience or specialization. 

· A well paid job is very difficult to find.

· After graduation it is impossible to become employed, because further education is required (for example: university, college).

How long are your holidays?

There are 4 seasonal holidays during a school year:
· Autumn – 1 week.

· Winter – 2 weeks.

· Spring – 1 week.

· Summer – 2.5 months.

Tell us the best and worst thing that can happen in your job?

1. The best:

· Can achieve a lot, can get a lot of stimulation, awards, diplomas for exceptional learning.

· Successfully finish their studies.

· Can become the president of the school, be popular, good learning abilities. 

· A student has a lot of options not only in the learning department but also in sports, art, take part in contests, to perfect their skills, to prepare for further studies as well as to find the preferred subject for their degrees.

· To finish school with the best grades and a diploma.

· To learn new things, find new friends.

The worst:

· Possibility of being expelled for bad behavior 

· To be left misunderstood.

· A student will be left without the possibility to learn further, for example: will be left to repeat the year, will be expelled. 

· Bullying and fights (from/with other students)

· An accident can happen where any member of the community could be hurt.

· Get bad grades and not be accepted by your peers.

· If you have attitude issues or don’t attend your classes you can be debated over in the social commission or a principal meeting.

Attendance – what happens if you skip classes?

If a student doesn’t attend their classes: parents are informed (via phone call), various discussions are held with the parents, class teacher, police officers, a meeting can be held with the social pedagogue, the social commission. You can be asked to write an explanation, have a talk with the principal or an official meeting with the principal, parents can get a fine, there is a risk of being left to repeat the year in the same school or to be expelled.
At what age do children start school?

Children start school at the age of 7.
How many students (on average) are in the classroom?

There are from 25 to 35 students per class. 
A DENTIST/ODONTOGIST

How many hours do people work a day/a week?

Dentists work 38 hours a week, about 8-9 hours a day. Those engaged in private practice work longer hours (60 hours).

Are there paid holidays?
 Dentists working in public institutions have paid holidays of 6 calendar weeks.

What kind of clothes do people have to wear?
They have to wear special clothing (a white, blue or green gown, a cap, sterile gloves).

What are the 10 most important/ basic rights dentists have?

· Safe and hygienic working conditions.
· The right to information concerning the work.
· The right to social guarantees.
· The right to paid leave (annual, parental leave, maternity leave).
· The right to receive payment for overtime.
· The right to improve their professional skills.
· To practice medicine - dental practice in health care facilities according to the laws.
·  Obtain the necessary job information, tools, equipment, medicines, disinfectants, sterilization, security and other measures.

· To make proposals to the employer, how better serve and treat patients and improve working conditions.
· To participate in various health prevention, diagnosis, treatment and wellness programs, research and scientific activities.
What welfare benefits do you receive when losing their job?

Redundancy payment

What kind of qualification and diploma, certificates etc. do dentists need?

 A dentist, having received Bachelor's degree can continue their education to get Master or Doctor degree. To study the course, a student has to pass examinations in chemistry, biology, native and foreign languages. 
What is the approximate range of  payment and what kind of flat can you afford for that salary? (basic-regular-luxary)

A dentist earns about 2000 – 3000 Lt per month (580-870 Euros). Salary depends on qualification, experience and number of patients. Experienced dentists can afford a house.

How many years must you work before going on retirement?

A dentist must work 25 years until retirement.

At what age can you go on retirement?

A women can retire at 60, a men at 62 and a half.

Are there any physical or psychological diseases directly connected to your  job?

Representatives of this profession may complain of headache, backache, eye diseases, fatigue (emotional, physical), constant stress and chance to be infected with various diseases.

What motivation is there to improve the results of your work?

 Motivation to achieve better performance is higher salary, more customers, inner motivation ("A lot of happy and healthy people"), better working conditions.

Do both adults have to work to support family?

A dentist earns enough to support the family, although it is more typical for both parents to work.

Who takes care of your children?

Babysitters, grandparents and other relatives can take care of the children.

Do both parents have maternity leave and how long?

Usually one of the parents takes parental leave for two years or, in rare cases up to three years. 

POLICE OFFICER

How many hours do people work a day/a week?

Police officer works 40 - 48 hours during a week. 

Are there paid holidays?

Police officer has paid holidays  (if he has worked up to 10 years  - he gets 30 calendar days, from 10 to 15 years – 35 calendar days, from 15 to 20 years – 40 calendar days, 20 years and more – 45 calendar days). 

What kind of clothes do people have to wear?

Police officer has to wear a apecial, official police officer‘s uniform. ( Outfit:  skirt or trousers, jacket, shirt, cap, shoes. )
What are the 10 most important/the basic rights police officers have? 

· if there is reasonable suspicion that administrative violation or criminal act is made,  police officer can check documents with this associated person, vehicle or cargo, and take these documents for a time till judgement will be accredited;

· when chasing a person, who is suspected to have done criminal act, or criminal, who is hiding from law enforcement agencies, also when trying to prevent criminal act, enter into private property of natural or juridical person, stop and get into vehicle at any time of day. When a person refuses to obey, police officer has a right to enter lodgement or vehicle by force. This right obtain also in case of natural disaster or calamity. About such actions procurator has to be aware over 24 hours;

· in above mentioned cases use gun, physical or other duress;

· limit the access into particular territory or lodgement for a time, stop underway works, limit or forbid traffic, if there is risk for nature, public order, security of person or state;

· check a person who is driving a vehicle, if suspecting, that this person is drunk or on drugs, toxic substance or medicine, forbid that person, also a person who doesn’t have right to drive or because of state of health is making a risk to safe traffic, to drive a vehicle;

· forbid to use vehicle, which construction or technical condition doesn’t suit valid Highway Code, norms and standards;

· if suspecting a crime, check vehicle which enter or leave company’s, agency’s or organisation’s territory, cargo and things which are in natural or juridical person’s vehicle

· check vehicle, person and his baggage in all kind of checkpoints.

What welfare benefits do you receive when losing the job?

Benefits of loss of the job are delivered in conformity with provided state law of statutory officers. They vary depending on length of service and output factors (based on health, redundancy, retirement). If  the officer is fired for pretermission – he doesn‘t get the benefits. If an accident occurs at work, benefits, up-front pension and disablement are received.
 What kind of qualification and diploma, certificates etc. do people need?

Special qualification is necessary, which is obtained in Police School of Lithuania (4 years) or in Mykolas Riomeris University (3 years). 
· Entry to university requires School Leaving Certificate with A levels in history, Lithuanian language, maths and foreign language.
· Good physical and mental health are essential too.

· Health certificate is required. English language test and first aid course must be taken. 

What is the approximate range of  payment and what kind of flat can you  afford for that salary? (basic-regular-luxary)

The lowest officer‘s wage is 1070 Lt (about 350 Euros), additional pay depends on experience and rank of qualification. The pay is enough to live in a flat.

How many years must you work before going on retirement?

 Retirement comes after 20 years of work.
At what age can you go on retirement? 

The minimal age is 39 years, the maximal – 65 years. Retirement depends on rank and department. 
 Are there any physical or psychological diseases directly connected to your  job? 

There are job related physical illnesses. Most of them are heart diseases.
What motivation is there to improve the results of your work? 

Motivation to achieve better work results, to obtain a higher category of qualification, higher position. Officers may be encouraged and rewarded for the excellent and exemplary performance of duties: a gratitude, a lump sum, a nominal gift with departmental mark or nominal weapon, a higher rank, given up to 10-day holidays with pay. Wage’s raise.
Do both adults have to work to support family? 

Both adults must work  in order to keep family. (e.g. if father is a private, who gets low payment, then both adults must work; depends on family size, family situation).
Who takes care of your children? 

Both parents take care of their children; when they are at work, children can go to kindergarten or school. Babysitters or relatives can take care of them too.
Do both parents have maternity leave and how long? 

Only one of the parents get parenthood holiday. Usually – the mother. The parenthood holiday lasts 1 – 3 years. Parent can get it alternately (e.g. in the first year – mother, in the second – father). Workplace is retained for the first two years. The work condition may change if coming to work after 3 years. If having a child, the father may claim paternity leave until the child is 1 month old.
LONG DISTANCE DRIVER

How many hours do people work a day/a week?

Usually work period is 2 weeks. (8 hours are intended for sleep, 1 hour for breakfast, lunch or dinner, 1 hour for recreation or emergency purposes).
Are there paid holidays?

Paid holidays last for 28 calendar days. They are granted each period of 1 year.
What kind of clothes do people have to wear?

Clothes depend on the company in which we operate and the cargo. Some drivers have to wear uniforms.

What are the 10 most important/the basic rights long distance drivers have? 

· The right to rest.

· The right to paid holiday.

· The right to a fair wage.

· The right to receive payment for overtime.

· Have save and hygienic working conditions.

· The right to a daily allowance for food.

· The right to social security.

· The right to have  lunch breaks.

What welfare benefits do you receive when losing the job?

We get redundancy pay of one month

 What kind of qualification and diploma, certificates etc. do people need?

In order to do that work secondary education (12 years), is necessary. Driver's license  of C and E categories.

What is the approximate range of  payment and what kind of flat can you afford for that salary? (basic-regular-luxary)

The average pay a month is 3,000 Lt (900 Euros). You have to save to buy an apartment or a house.
How many years must you work before going on retirement?

About 40 years.

At what age can you go on retirement? 

You can retire at 62.5. You can go into early retirement at 60 years, but your pension will be a little lless than usual.

 Are there any physical or psychological diseases directly connected to your  job? 

Pprofessional diseases are backache, heart diseases, poor eyesight, nervous strain.

What motivation is there to improve the results of your work? 

Motivation to achieve better performance is higher wages.

Do both adults have to work to support family?

Both adults do not need to work to keep two adult family.
Who takes care of your children?

Mother, babysitters, grandparents or family friends can look after children.
Do both parents have maternity leave and how long? 

The most common parental leave is taken by one of the parents for 1-2 years, sometimes up to 3 years.
